
New publications from EarthwiseTM

The BGS is continuing to serve the public understanding of
science through the production of the following publications for
the tourist, layperson and amateur:

Holiday Geology Guides have been produced for the Isle of
Wight, The Tower, Greenwich and Lake District Story. The two
London guides continue the series on famous London tourist
sites detailing their history and the geology of their stones, and
again illustrated by Norman Fahy’s spectacular watercolours. It
is possible to link the source of these stones to historical charac-
ters such as Queen Jane and Anne Boleyn. The Lake District
Story uses Richard Bell’s watercolours to tell the wandering tale
from the southern to the northern hemisphere through oceans,
deserts, swamps and glaciers. Mount’s Bay and Stonehenge are
still to come which will bring this series to 18 titles.

Holiday Geology Maps are popular with tourists. These are a
series of simple geology maps which superpose rock colours
over a 3D Landsat image, thus bringing to life the relation
between landscape and geology. Peak District has recently been
published, and Yorkshire Dales is still to come, which will bring
this series to five.

Fossil Focus Guides contain all you need to know about each
fossil group. They are filled with colour photographs and illustra-
tions by various artists. Crinoids, Bivalves,Trilobites, Fish,
Brachiopods and Corals have recently been printed. Gastropods,
Graptolites and Bryozoa are still to come, which will bring this
series to 15.

Catastrophes are always in the news and the BGS is about to
publish an EarthwiseTM book entitled Catastrophes –– Time’s
trail of destruction. Written by Susanna van Rose, and lavishly
illustrated by Alison and Gareth Bailey-Whittingham, the book
investigates famous catastrophes since the dawn of creation and
seeks their origins in the energies of the Earth, Sun and Cosmos.

The Tourists’ Rock, Fossil and Mineral Map of Great Britain
is ready for the printers. A geologically-coloured, A1 size, relief
map indicates the sites of museums with geological collections,
fossil areas, famous rocks or geological sites, mines, quarries and
caves open to the public, and rocky motorway cuttings. Details
of these sites are found in an accompanying guidebook.
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
